Official seven week clinics have also been scheduled for 2009 by the Pro Shop, with the first to start 
on 3 February, for those who want to learn the techniques of the game by a professional golfer. 

McLeod Country Golf Club has recently celebrated its 40th anniversary, and remains the first and only 
golf club fully administered by women in Australia for the enjoyment of all its players. 

Today women, men and children make up the 1000-plus membership, enjoying the strong 
camaraderie and fellowship as well as a challenging game of golf on the 18-hole course.
