Ms Marsland said that outfits could be as elaborate as the imagination allowed, and often the ladies
incorporate their golf cart into the theme, by dressing it up as well.

“The only catch is that the teams have to stay in their chosen outfit during the entire competition!”

Dress up Day will be followed with the club’s AGM, which will see the election of a new President,
among other positions of the board which will become vacant.

McLeod Country Golf Club is located in the picturesque western suburbs at Mount Ommaney,
approximately 15 minute drive from the city of Brisbane and is accessed easily by the Centenary
Highway.
